What is Dedication?

In our context, dedication implies:

Ø Being sold out to God and the interest of His 
kingdom in truth and indeed � Mat. 22:37/ 
Mak. 12:30

Ø Making one's life a seed unto God and the 
course of His kingdom  Jhn.12:23-26/    �
Gal. 3:29.

In the kingdom of Christ, no one's life can be 
any more fruitful than he or she is dedicated as 
we saw in the parable of the sower as told by 
Christ, how that among them that received the 
seed in good ground produced fruits at 
different rates, some 30, others 60 and some 
100 fold of fruitfulness � Mat. 13:23 

The question then is, how does one get to the 
100- fo ld  ca tegory  o f  f ru i t fu lness?

Jesus gave us the answer through his 
response to the question of the disciples: �we 
have left all and followed you what shall we 
have then�?  



�There is no man that hath left house, or 
brethren, or sisters, or father, or mother, or 
wife, or children, or lands, for my sake, and the 
gospel's, But he shall receive an hundredfold 
now in this time, houses, and brethren, and 
sisters, and mothers, and children, and lands, 
with persecutions; and in the world to come 
eternal life.�  Mak 10:29-30 �

God once spoke to me from Deut. 28:1, �There 
is a place for  you on top, if you are interested� 
and I answered, �Lord, I am interested' then 
God further responded, 'then whatever I tell 
you to do, do it' 

But, every seed must first subscribe to the heat 
underneath the earth before it's full potentials 
can be made manifest. This is illustrated in the 
parable of Jesus about the mustard-seed, 
though it be tiniest of all seeds, �but when it is 
sown, it grows up, and shoots out great 
branches; so that the fowls of the air may 
lodge under the shadow, that is, providing 
succor for many�.
